2024 Quilt Show Categories with Definitions L

Each quilt must consist of three components: top, batting, and back held together with stitching

(excluding Other Quilting Techniques). No quilt may be larger than 110” X 110”. W W

To measure your quilt, add all the sides together W+L+W+L. (See diagram) L

100 - Large Pieced — The total of all sides greater than 288”, and the quilt must be more than 50% pieced.

200- Medium Pieced — The total of all sides greater than 180 but less than 288", and more than 50%
pieced. (Includes pieced crib quilts, lap quilts and wall hangings.)

300- Small Quilts/ Miniature Quilts — total of all sides 180” or less.

400- Appliquéd Quilts — The quilt must be more than 50% appliquéd.

500- Machine Embroidery- Quilt/ blocks must be more than 50% embroidered.

600- Challenge Quilt 2024 “Button”- Requirements 1) Quilts must be recognizable as relevant to the theme
AND should include at least one physical button somewhere on the quilt-top. 2) Finished size is 15"wide x 21
inches long. All decorations must be within these limits. 3) The quilt must be an original design, sewn and

quilted by entrant. One entry per quilter. 4) The quilt must be made after July 25, 2023. Please do not place in
frame and quilt must lay flat.

700- Other Techniques — Examples of this category will include whole cloth quilts, yo-yo quilts, hand
embroidered and/or heavily embellished quilts, crazy quilts, cathedral window quilts, and quilts with very
special techniques.

800- Art Quilts — Must be an original design by the quilt maker. Quilt shall not be a commercial pattern. May
utilize multiple techniques, including embellishments, thread painting, beading, painting on fabric etc.

900- Panels— Quilts using a pre-printed panel as its focus fabric.

1000- Collaborative Quilts — Quilts made by three or more people. Includes all techniques and sizes ranging
from miniature to a maximum of 110” X 110”. Progressive and round robin quilts should be included in this
category.

1100- Hand Quilted Quilts — All hand quilted quilts. Any Size.

1200- Wearables — Clothing, jackets, skirts, vests, and accessories such as purses, bags, totes, shoes, slippers,
and hats.

1300- Home Décor- Placemats, table runners, potholders, dolls, fiber bowls, etc.

1400- Youth Quilts — All quilts completely made by quilters 18 and younger or students in grade 12 or under.
Entire quilt must be pieced and quilted or tied by the Young Quiltmaker. Any size, no larger than 110” X 110”.
